Iris Touliatou’s exhibition Before and after science, at the National Hellenic Research Foundation,
unfolds in the institution’s outdoor space, the lobby, and the Library of Science, Technology and
Culture "K.Th. Dimaras". Borrowed from the Brian Eno album of the same name, the title captures
the live - in vivo - and laboratory - in vitro - process of composition through analysis,
deconstruction, and reconstruction. The artist's method starts from observation and data collection
and develops a poetic approach that evolves in the creation of relationships and ephemeral bonds,
in the modification, adaptation, and rerouting of systems and uses.

Through subtle gestures, the exhibition explores the history, infrastructure, and operation of the
National Hellenic Research Foundation: its interior and surroundings, the structural materials and
immaterial structures that shape its organisation, and the human relations that fuel its function.
Before and after science reflects on the visibility - or invisibility - of the elements that comprise the
Foundation’s entity; on the accessibility of the premises; on information; and on the production and
dissemination of knowledge. It examines its institutional and social role as well as the transition
from a national to a public, personal, and emotional field.

The works - protocols, services, transmissions, cues, transactions, conditions, and objects —
integrate into the Foundation’s operations. They join the space without disturbing its flow. They
highlight existing elements and seek ‘fissures’ through which we can enter this sturdy building.
They become a graft, underlining the points of attachment as well as the processes by which each

organism-ecosystem incorporates something new.

Each card is
valid for 24 hours during the exhibition duration.

Acting as a
perceptual mechanism and spatial pattern,
CIRCULATION orchestrates the lobby and the
atrium in a dynamic model of relationships,
distances and movements.

A digital clock coordinates with the extension of
the Library's function by displaying a fluid time,
outside of the continuous 24-hour time system.

Through maintenance and repair, the
objects collected and replaced are a historical
analysis of system-based corporate architecture,
and division of labour.

Loosely modelled after the
Linnean flower clock, an 18th century experiment
of dubious success, it keeps time of humans,
machines, animals, spirits, and organic life — our
relational space.

A spotlight, added to the existing lighting
infrastructure of the buildings’ fagade signage,
profiles the missing N, the last letter of the word
Ethnikon (National) removed in keeping with the
spelling reforms of the Greek language. Visible
after sunset and until 3am, the work weaves ideas
of progress into the national fantasy.
