- The Courtauld Institute: Museum Studies
- Royal College of Art: Curating Contemporary Art
- Goldsmiths College: Curating

All entrants must :
 Liaise with their course leader before applying.

« Submit a covering letter outlining eligibility for
the NEON Curatorial Exchange and why you would
like to take part, including a statement of 150-200
words on the social value of public art in contrast
to art inside the gallery space. The total length
should be approximately 450 words or one
A4 page.

e Submit a curriculum vitae including studies and
relevant work experience (paid or voluntary).
