CITY PROJECT is an initiative for public art and the city which is conceived and 
commissioned annually by NEON. NEON aims to activate public and historical places 
through contemporary art, contributing to the interaction of art, society and the city.
The exhibition A Transfer by Maria Loizidou, constitutes a visual and intellectual 
approach to the history and the monuments of Kerameikos. The artwork is 
site-specific and commissioned by NEON.
Æhe creation and installation of works of contemporary art by Maria Loizidou at the 
archaeological site and the museum of Kerameikos is inspired both by the history 
and the ruins of this particular archaeological space, and also from technology, the 
choice and handling of the material (stainless steel threads) and the artistic and 
intellectual approach of the artist as well. It is a contemporary installation that 
engages the memory of the place and the traces of ancient Greek art in a creative 
dialogue that can showcase the different sides of female creative work-craft related 
to weaving, collective work, the relationship with time and the artistic depiction of 
the female psyche on the crafted work.

NEON, is a non-profit organization, which works to bring contemporary culture in 
Greece closer to everyone. It is committed to broadening the appreciation, 
understanding, and creation of contemporary art in Greece in the firm belief that this 
is a key tool for growth and development.
NEON, founded by Dimitris Daskalopoulos, breaks with the convention that limits 
the contemporary art foundation of a collector and enthusiast to a single place. It 
acts on a multitude of initiatives, spaces, civic and social contexts. It seeks to expose 
the ability contemporary art has to stimulate, inspire and affect the individual and 
society at large.
NEON constructively collaborates with cultural institutions and supports the 
program of public and private institutions to enhance increased access and 
inventive interaction with contemporary art.
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The work A Transfer, is connected on the one hand with the 
representation of the handshake, as this is depicted in 
many gravestones in Kerameikos and on the other hand, 
with the psychological intensity of a process without 
beginning or closure.

The installation at the ancient Athenian cemetery unfolds in 6 places. It begins as 
a prolusion, inside the Museum, with three hanged surfaces at the windows, 
dimensions 120 x 230 cm each. They are made of stainless steel, metal sheets, 
silk threads and metal fabric.

point 1: Hanging from the pine trees, the stainless steel mesh takes the three-di-
mensional form of a perforated vase. Every form is defined by its content. Dimen-
sions variable.

point 2:  On a stainless steel surface unfolds a series of ancient and modern names 
in embroidery of golden metal thread, dimensions 240 x 480 cm.

point 3: The installation comments upon an act with no beginning or closure. 
Through the continuous communication between two individuals, one weaves and 
the other unbraids a knitted surface of stainless steel - dimensions 600 x 800 cm. 
The material created by the one is being reoffered to the other without ever being 
concluded.  

point 4: The curved form is maintained insinuating the importance of its precious 
content. A double surface of stainless steel, diameter 254cm.

At the end, the epilogue borrows the work Pain Collector from a previous work of 
the artist on paper, this time casted in metal, 42 x 50 x 25 cm.

A TRANSFER
After her studies at the E‹cole Nationale des Beaux-Arts in Lyon, the visual artist 
Maria Loizidou, lived in Paris before settling in Nicosia, Cyprus. On 2014 she 
was short-listed for the Curate Award (Fondazione Prada and Qatar Museum 
Authorities).

Loizidou has exhibited internationally in multiple solo and group exhibitions (Ven-
ice Biennale 1986, 2004, 2006; Cairo Biennale; et.al), she has been commissioned 
works in public spaces (Futuroscope, Poitiers, 1991; Fatima, Portugal, 2007; 
et.al.), she has created various in situ projects in museums (Mus�e dÕ Art Mod-
erne de Saint Etienne, 2010; Beaux Arts de Lyon, 2005; Benaki Museum, Athens, 
2008; Bozar, Brussels, 2012) and has taken part in multiple lectures and talks. Her 
recent exhibitions include: Yeosu International Art Festival 2014; A New Necessity 
- Community & Territory; ÒCurating Body, The Cached SpaceÓ (solo), Cypriot 
Museum, Nicosia (2014); Cropping Up, (solo), kalfayan galleries, Athens-Thessa-
loniki, °thens (2014); ÒCollective AutobiographyÓ (solo), EMST, National Museum 
of Contemporary Art, Athens (2013); 4th and 2nd Thessaloniki Biennale of 
Contemporary Art; ÒLiving smallÓ (solo), Benaki Museum, Athens (2008). Her 
work deals with issues that concern the people through their everyday life and 
isolate moments of interaction with the ÒotherÓ, of relationships that record and 
support the power of fragility in general.
